I am trying to encourage them to „speak English‟ rather than say „no Chinese‟. This is a positive re-
enforcement technique where they associate English as a good thing.  
 
We will continue to develop our Dragons into boys and girls with good manners who help and look 
after their classmates. It is nice to see classmates saying „don’t cry‟ and giving their classmates a 
hug if they are upset.
