We will still have two reading 
books for the first and last week of this month. One of these two books focuses on teachig the words ‘big 
and little’. There will be many examples of big and little. I will also preapare different big/little objects for 
class and will ask everyone if the object is big or little to help them practise. The other book is a cute story 
about a cat caled Muffin. It teached different adjectives such as fast, funny, kind, smart, etc.

We will be continuing with our sentence pattern ‘I 
can’ and will be learning/ adding more nouns and verbs into this sentence pattern. In the first section we 
will be learning ‘I can see’, I will use different classroom objects to practise with everyone. We will also be 
reading a fun story in our core material book about a little guinea pig named Tam. This story uses all the 
different sentence patterns we’ve learned and has a lot of cute pictures for everyone to look at. In Phonics 
we are scheduled to learn the consonants h and b. There are also a few review practises in our book such as 
circle the correct letter that matches the sound.
