It will also be very 
helpful if their parents can be involved to help them practice their reading books at home and encourage them 
as well.  
 
As we are nearing the end of the semester, we will also be focusing a lot this month and review. I want to 
ensure all of the students have as sound of a foundation as possible before we move on to the next level’s 
material so I will be spending a lot of individual time with the students as well, trying to identify any weak areas 
and do my best to remedy it.
