Core Material

classes children are asked to analyse stories, practice vowel sounds and use a selection of keywords for 

sentence making and grammar. This year we have started to assess the students on their spelling and 

understanding of concepts. This is a non-pressurised situation where we review the core material and 

assess it through ‘fill the gap’ or ‘choose the correct word’ exercises. I am trying to encourage them to 

do it by themselves and not shout out the answers so everyone gets the opportunity to complete it 

independently. We then review and test the spelling of the keys words.
