Phonics

The phonics book has many fun activities for the students. It teaches the kids letter recognition and the
different sounds they make.

Week 3 - Objects that begin with the letter r and practice writing upper and lowercase r.

Week 4 - Objects that begin with the letter k and practice writing upper and lowercase k.

MPM Math (Multiple Practice Module)

MPM math is great fun for the new students. It teaches the kids the basics of mathematics in fun and inter-
esting ways. Their new MPM boxes are full of stuff to help them learn.

Week 1 - Color and shape correspondence. Matching objects with shadows.
