The last week of April we will be 
starting to prepare for this semester’s drama play.  
 
Everyone’s English skills have been improving at a steady rate and every month I hear them speaking more 
and more English as well as becoming more interested in reading, especially as we start learning how to use 
phonics to sound out words. 
 
This month I will be focusing more on phonics reading as well as math and making sure everyone knows the 
numbers one through ten. Last month we learned the numbers five to ten and I want to make sure 
everyone has a solid foundation in all the basics as this well help them greatly when it comes to learning 
more in depth topics in the future.  
         
Reading 
This semester our books have gotten a lot longer and a little harder than our last semester’s books. Some 
of the books are a little long and have more complicated words in them. As everyone is still very young it’s 
normal for them to be unable to pronounce certain sounds or words. As they speak more English and get 
older they will be able to pronounce words more clearly and accurately. I am also paying close attention to 
their pronunciation and which words and sounds are harder for them to pronounce.  
Every week when we get a new book we will read it though together once and then I will take some time to 
explain the book and the new words that everyone doesn’t know. We will also have a little discussion about 



the book and the what the story is about. I want everyone to be able to not only read the book but also 
understand the contents and what it’s talking about.

Core Material/Phonics 
In phonics we are slowly making our way through the short vowels. We are making good progress and 
everyone is starting to understand the concept on sounding out the phonic sound and putting them 
together to make words. So far ever has gotten used to sounding out the individual letters, but is still 
working on being able to put the sounds together to make words. This is a little more challenging as 
blending the sounds together can be hard at first. I will be focusing on this and helping everyone practise in 
class.  
 
In the next month we will be learning short ‘o’ and words with the short ‘o’ sound. Besides doing the work 
and activities in our phonics book, we also learn other words and play phonics games to help everyone 
practice.  
 
For core material we have been reading stories focusing on short ‘e’ words. Each unit of our core material 
also have a topic such as ‘how things grow’ or ‘families’ which we will talk about. Everyone loves to talk 
about their families and things they do at home. This month’s topic that we will be discussing is about 
animals and how animals are alike or different.

Maths 
Last semester we learned the numbers one through five and in this semester, we are learning the numbers 
six to ten. Last month we learned the numbers six to ten and we have been focusing a lot on recognize the 
numbers and being familiar with them. We also did some worksheets to practising writing the numbers as 
well as practising counting objects.  
 
This month in our MPM we will be doing a lot of counting practises as well as learning about groups. In our 
book we have different practises like separating objects into groups by color or shape.  I will be preparing 
some games related to this to let everyone do some more hands on activities. We will also be playing some 
different math games from counting objects to games that are relate to learning about groups.
