Grammar 
The grammar component for Dragon class will be covered twice a week for half an hour each time. The 
main piece of material will be two grammar workbooks. On Monday we will cover a new grammar pattern 
and do this in a page or two of the first workbook. On Wednesday we will review the grammar pattern we 
did on Monday and then do a page or two in the second workbook. Students finish the first workbook with 
the help of the teacher and can correct their work as they do the page. Students finish the second 
workbook like a test and are asked to complete everything before bringing it to the teacher to check. 
Mistakes marked by the teacher are corrected later by the student that same day or at another free time.
