This class consists of three main activities. The first is doing assigned projects that are related to that we are
learning in phonics on an iPad. We will be using the wonders website and every class we will have different
assignments for that day. Some are fun games to help their phonics and spelling, others are separation,
recognising phonic sounds, and other activities. The second part of this class is our phonics book. In this book
we have different spelling words and new phonic blends, consonant, and vowel sounds for each unit. Third we
will be doing Keynotes on their iPads. The children really love doing projects on their iPad as this is a fun way
for them to learn. | will also be paying close attention to them when they do iPad projects to make sure they
aren’t just playing or surfing the web during class time. | like to use games and fun activates to teach or as a
review when learning new phonic sounds.

Grammar
