This month we will be focusing a lot on spelling and how to write simple words from phonics. Not only do
we now have phonic words, but we also have a list of vocabulary words that will be a big help in increasing
everyone’s conversational skills. | have started to include these words in our weekly communication book
for anyone who wants to review the words at home. It’s would be very helpful to everyone to hear these
words often so | will be using these words a lot during conversation or teaching.

Song and Dance

Last month we learned the song ‘Say Hello’ which was a fun sing along song about making friends. Everyone
enjoyed it as it was a slow and easy song that taught quite a few useful phrases such as ‘l would like to get
to know you’ and ‘let’s be friends. | encouraged everyone to use these new vocabulary words and phrases
in their conversations.

This month we will be learning the song ‘Down by the River’ and ‘Hickory, Dickory, Dock’. Both of these
songs focus on teaching numbers and the phrase ‘two by two, one by one, etc’. Hickory Dickory Dock is a
very famous children’s song that many children know and is a good opportunity for our students to get the
chance to learn.
