Welcome to the K4 Panda class monthly newsletter for June and July. 
 
May was a busy month for Panda class. Virtually the whole of May was dedicated to practicing for 
the drama play. 
 
June will also be a busy month as we practice for the reading contest. 
 
Let’s take a look at what we will be doing in the months of June and July. 
 
 
Reading 
The students are very well rehearsed with reading time. They can all sit and try to follow the 
words and turn the pages of their reading books. 
 
We read the reading books several times every day. I am very strict when it comes to reading time. 
Everyone sits down and we read together following the words with our fingers. 
 
Often the kids will have questions about the story and about words they don't understand. I posi-
tively encourage questions about the reading material and make sure they understand. 
 
After reading together, individuals are chosen to read to the whole class so their pronunciation 
can be checked and corrected if necessary. Sometimes 
during outdoor play I will give extra reading practice and attention to those who need it.

Core Material 
The core material books have some fun stories that use sentences that contain useful words the 
kids should know. 
June 
Weeks 1-2 - “Move It!” Talks about our bodies, body parts, and how we use them to move around. 
Weeks 3-4 - “Good Job Ben” A short story about a boy called Ben who helps his mom. 
 
July

Weeks 3-4 -Review 
Phonics 
The phonics book has many fun activities for the students. It teaches the kids letter recognition 
and the different sounds they make. 
June 
Week 1 - _eel and _eat words e.g. tree, peel, meat, seat. 
Week 2 - _eel and _eat words - Circle the word that matches the picture. 
Week 3 - ea and ee words e.g. team, bean, feet, seed - complete the word. 
Week 4 - ar words e.g. arm, barn, car. 
 
July 
Week 1 - er, ir, and ur words e.g. fern, shirt, nurse - circle the correct spelling. 
Week 2 - Review - Color the circle to the word that matches the picture. 
Week 3 - l-blends - cl,gl, pl, fl, bl - e.g. clown, glass, plate, fly, block. 
Week 4 - Catchup and review. 
 
MPM Math (Multiple Practice Module) 
MPM math is great fun for the new students. It teaches the kids the basics of mathematics in fun 
and interesting ways. Their new MPM boxes are full of stuff to help them learn. 
June 
Week 1 - Counting objects and simple addition. Numbering objects in order. 
Week 2 - Positions of objects e.g. left of, right of, above, below. 
Week 3 - Counting objects and writing number. Comparing amounts and identifying which is 
larger. 
Week 4 - Recognizing poisons on a grid. Finding the coordinates of objects on a grid. 
 
July 
Week 1 - Recognizing poisons on a grid. Finding the coordinates of objects on a grid. Matching 
shapes and numbers to the correct patterns. 
Weeks 2-3 - Correctly identifying characters, objects, and amounts. Directional paths between 
characters and objects. 
Week 4 - Review 
 
Conversation 



This is a chance for the students to practice speaking. It teaches them to ask and answer questions 
using full sentences to show off their speaking abilities. 
June 
Week 1 - Matching peoples descriptions with their pictures. Writing sentences using connections 
e.g. “She is not tall. / She isn’t tall.” 
Week 2 - Recognizing emotions and feelings e.g. hungry, sad, happy, thirsty. Finding the correct 
speech to fit the pictures. 
Week 3 - Making sentences negative e.g. “I’m hungry./I’m not hungry”. 
Week 4 - Describing pictures using adjectives. Reading questions and answer them. 
 
July 
Week 1 - Review - Fill in the blanks spellings - adjectives e.g. f_t, sh__t, o_d/fat, short, old. 
Week 2 - Verbs - Recognizing verbs. Circle the verbs exercises. 
Week 3 - Understanding directions e.g. “Draw/Don’t Draw”. Organizing nouns, verbs, and adjec-
tives. 
Week 4 - Catch up and review 
Song and Dance 
We have song & dance classes in the mornings to create a group bond & promote confidence. 
 
Song & dance is also a great way to wake the kids up in the mornings and get them ready & ener-
gized for the days lessons. 
June 
Weeks 1-2 - “A Sailer Went To Sea” 
Weeks 3-4 - “Skidramarik” 
 
July 
Weeks 1-2 - “Rock-a-bye-baby” 
Weeks 3-4 - “Thanks a lot” 
 
Thematic Activities 
Thematic studies are a series of lessons that focus on a country or festival. 
Thematic studies lessons are once per week and last for one month on the same subject. 
 
The kids get to learn about other cultures, countries and events from all over the world. 
 
Library 
 
Once a week the class will visit the library to read a storybook. This a popular lesson with the kids 
because they love to listen to the teacher read them a good story. 
 
The class will sit and listen to the teacher, enjoying looking at the pictures in the book as the story 
is read to them. 
 
They also have the opportunity to borrow a book for the week to take home and read by them-
selves or with mummy & daddy.
