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Welcome to the K5 Panda Class monthly newsletter for October. 
 
October will be a fun month because we will be decorating the classroom in preparation for the 
Halloween party at the end of the month. Panda Class will make many kinds of scary Halloween 
decorations and games and I can’t wait to see them in their cute Halloween costumes. 
 
Let’s take a look at what’s to come in October… 
 
Reading 
We read the reading books several times every day. I am very strict when it comes to reading time. 
Everyone sits down and we read together following the words with our fingers. 
 
Often the kids will have questions about the story and about words they don't understand. I posi-
tively encourage questions about the reading material and make sure they understand. 
 
After reading together, individuals are chosen to read to the whole class so their pronunciation 
can be checked and corrected if necessary. Sometimes 
during outdoor play I will give extra reading practice and attention to those who need it.

Week 3 - “The Secret Code” 
Week 4 - “Rain-day Music” 
Week 5 - “Luna the Wake-up Cat” 
 
Core Material 
The core material books have some fun stories that use sentences that contain useful words the 
kids should know. 
 



Weeks 1-5 - Unit 2 Week 5 Workshop - “Which Way on the Map?” This story teaches students 
about maps and how we use them to find places. 
 
Phonics 
The phonics book has many fun activities for the students. It teaches the kids letter recognition 
and the different sounds they make. 
 
Week 1 - P49-51 words that contain i_e, ie, and igh. Ponograms of _ine, _ie, _ime, and _ide. 
Week 2 - Review 
Week 3 - P53-55 Long o. Words that contain o_e e.g. bone, robe, hose etc. Words that contain oa, 
ow, and oe. 
Week 4 - P56-58 Phonograms of words ending in _oe, _oad, and _one. Long u. Words that contain 
u_e, ui, and ue. 
Week 5 - 59-62 - words that contain ee and ea such as seed, queen, beak and meat.Phonograms of 
words containing _eat, _eam, _eep, and _eed. 
 
MPM Math (Multiple Practice Module) 
 
MPM math is great fun for the new students. It teaches the kids the basics of mathematics in fun 
and interesting ways. Their new MPM boxes are full of stuff to help them learn. 
Week 1 - Book 3 P1-5 Addition exercises. 
Week 2 - Review 
Week 3 - P6-10 Inequalities comparing exercises. Shape matching and corresponding exercises. 
Combining shapes to make other shapes. 
Week 4 - P11-14 Quantitive comparing exercises. Directional path tracing and color matching. 
Week 5 - P15-18 Directional path matching, shape matching, and counting exercises. 
 
Conversation 
This is a chance for the students to practice speaking. It teaches them to ask and answer questions 
using full sentences to show off their speaking abilities. 
Week 1 - P22-23 Circle the verbs and underline the nouns. Sentences that contain “He does/He 
doesn’t”. 
Week 2 - Review 
Week 3 - P24-25 Completing sentences using verbs in parentheses e.g. (drink) “It drinks milk”. Cir-
cling the correct words to complete sentences. 
Week 4 - P26-27 Completing pairs of sentences of affirmative and negative sentences e.g. “He 
likes cats/He doesn’t like cats”. Completing sentences with the correct form of like e.g. “Tim 
doesn’t like milk. / Tim Likes water”. 
Week 5 - P28-29 Spelling and grammar review exercises. 
 
Writing 
The writing workbook helps the students to practice their writing and how to write full sentences 
with correct punctuation. 
Week 1 - P22-23 Write a poster ad. Read the ad and circle the correct answer. Unscramble sen-
tences about the ad. Identify which activities an not in the pictures. Read sentences and circle the 
correct answers. 
Week 2 - Review 
Week 3 - P24-25 Can/Cannot. Make sentences using the words provided and write sentences 
about yourself. Punctuation review. Write sentences about yourself using “and”. 



Week 4 - P26-27 Complete sentences about the information using “Can/Cannot”. Using the infor-
mation on the poster to write sentences about yourself. 
Week 5 - P28-29 Review - how to use “Can”, using correct punctuation, and using “and” to con-
nect two items in a list. 
 
Song and Dance 
We have song & dance classes in the mornings to create a group bond & promote confidence. 
 
Song & dance is also a great way to wake the kids up in the mornings and get them ready & ener-
gized for the days lessons. 
Week 1 - “You Are My Sunshine” 
Weeks 2-4 - “Yesterday” 
Week 5 - “Riding on a Train” 
 
Thematic Activities 
Thematic studies are a series of lessons that focus on a country or festival. 
Thematic studies lessons are once per week and last for one month on the same subject. 
 
The kids get to learn about other cultures, countries and events from all over the world. 
 
Library 
Once a week the class will visit the library to read a storybook. This a popular lesson with the kids 
because they love to listen to the teacher read them a good story. 
 
The class will sit and listen to the teacher, enjoying looking at the pictures in the book as the story 
is read to them. 
 
They also have the opportunity to borrow a book for the week to take home and read by them-
selves or with mummy & daddy.
