I was a 
guitar teacher for 10 years while I was in the U.K and a Kindergarten teacher for 10 years in China.  
I have 2 children of my own Stanley and Robin. Stanley is 6 and Robin is 3, I feel being a parent 
myself it really helps me being a Kindergarten Teacher. I find I have a better understanding of the 
kids emotional needs and can relate to them better which I think leads to a better educational 
environment for the kids and their learning.  
 
From what I have seen so far of all your kids from giraffe I am very, very happy about their 
performance. I can see that they all can follow the daily routine very well without too much 
prominent from the teacher. During play time outside all the kids can play very well together and I 
try to encourage all the kids to play with each other.  
 
Let’s have a look at what the class will be studying for November.  
 
November will see the kids Drama performance. I have just put the finishing touches to the Giraffe 
classes play. I really look forward to get started on the rehearsals  with the Kids. As you can see 
this month a big chink of the month will be dedicated to the kids performance. As its the first time 
most of our students have performed in front of an audience a little more time will be needed to 
get them commutable performing the play. You will all be given a copy of the scrips and I will 
record an audio of each of the kids dialogs so you can let them listen to it at home to help them 
learning their lines for the play.  
 
Reading I feel the kids reading has improved a lot in the last couple of weeks. I like to get the 
whole class involved when learning to read. When I feel that most of the class have a good 
understanding of the story I will invite each child up individually and ask them to read to the rest 
of the class. This is a good exercise for two reasons. The first bring it helps build their confidence, 
letting them get use to talking in front of a big group and second, I can listen to their 
pronunciation and can correct any mistakes if there are any.

Phonics 
The Phonics book is a very good introduction for our class to get to know and recognize the 
Phonics letters and sounds. It’s also done with a lot of drawing and coloring to make it a lot more 
fun and assessable for the kids.  
Week 1 P57-58 f,m,s,t,h,b, say the name of each picture and color the picture if the picture if its 
name begins with the sound of the letter. Draw a line match letter to picture.  
Week 2 P64,65 Name, trace  and print the letter L and l. Color picture that begins with l. 
Week 3 Catch up and review.  
Week 4 P66, 68. L l say the name of the picture on each book cover. If the picture name begins 
with I, color the picture and print Ll on the line.  
 
MPM Math 
This month we will not be doing any MPM Math instead we will be focusing on our Drama play 
instead, but I will still review all the concepts that we have learned in the last month to keep them 
fresh in the kids minds.  
 
Conversation  
This class is a great chance to let the kids get the chance to speak in Sentences. I like to use a 
number fo English games during this class to make it more fun for the kids to learn and if the class 
is fun then the kids are more likely to want to speak more English words.
