The conversation book we are using this year is the Oxford Up and Away Book 1 and
this has been a long standing favourite here at Marshall as it has proved over the years
to give a solid foundation in the children’s grammar and gets them into the habit of
forming good sentences. Students will become used to asking and answering questions
which demand a certain type of reply e.g. ‘Canyou ___ ?’, “Yes | can/No | can’t’ or ‘Do
you like 7’ ‘Yes | do/No | don’t’. This nature of conversation provides great scope for
classroom games and role play activities and is actually one of the most fun classes for
the students and teacher.
