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Hello Dinosaur Class Parents,  
 
October seems to have gone by rather quickly and we worked through a lot of new 
material. Thankfully in November the pace will slow a little for having just finished 
Halloween and then starting to more seriously prepare for the drama play. While we have 
more prep time allocated for this, it means we can get more revision in and have kids 
understand everything more clearly that they've learned to date. I will try breakdown each 
subject in summary of current progress and also what to expect for November. 
 
Reading 
There have been improvements all round in reading and students recognise words more 
easily and can pronounce words they haven’t yet been introduced to. Which is great proof 
of their phonetic strategy skills progressing nicely. This is has also opened up a new 
dynamic with reading that forces kids to ask more questions about what words mean and 
what the stories are about. There is still a strong need to maintain the point at words being 
read rule, to reinforce word recognition and avoid becoming lazy with reading. That said, 
these are the 2 books we will read this month: 
Week 1: Drama Practice 
Week 2: Drama Practice 
Week 3: Drama Practice 
Week 4: Lost and Found 
Week 5: Too Late Harry! 
 
 
Phonics 
We continue to review the long vowels in greater detail and variety, most of the students 
are confident in their abilities to recognise these rule sounds in words and are pronouncing 
them with ease. The constant practice is allowing for better recollection for all of the long 
vowel rules though and not just the most common ones.   
In November we work through the rest of vowel revisions before staring on soft ‘c’ and 
hard ‘c’ at the end of the month:  
November will look a little like this: 
Week 1: Pg 64 - 65 (Long vowel spelling and writing) 
Week 2: Pg 66 - 67 (Long vowels in sentences)  



 

 

Week 3: Catch up and review 
Week 4: Pg 68 - 70 (fill in missing words, Letter writing) 
Week 5: Pg 71, 72, 77 (Assessments, Hard and Soft ‘c’) 
 
Grammar - Space 
The workbook and the classroom book have been really testing the students' limits of 
concentration and memory. There are a lot of concepts we’ve covered so far, and as 
simple as they may be, they require a lot of practice and a decent memory. The best part 
about learning what they’ve done so far is their fluency will start to improve dramatically if 
they can master these simple rules. As usual, we will cover the work in class, and practice 
the homework sheets too before they try to tackle them on their own.     
This month looks a bit like this:

Week 2: Drama play practice 
Week 3: Drama play practice 
Week 4: pg 50 - 53 (Review, Assessment and Writing)

Write Now - Writing book 
Kids are still struggling a little to fit sentences and sometimes words into the spaces 
provided in this book. But with perseverance we have seen progress and they have 
adapted nicely so far. The theme for November is Superstar Suzy, and how to write a 
questionnaire. We will practice some comprehension and questions writing according to 
the story and then create our own questionnaire for a friend.  
Week 1: pg 30-31 ( basic comprehension questions)  
Week 2: Drama play practice 
Week 3: Drama play practice 
Week 4: pg 32-33 ( Like/ Likes, don’t like / doesn’t like)  
Week 5: pg 34-35 ( Brainstorming through worksheet for questionnaire)  
 
MPM Math (Multiple Practice Module) 
The MPM books and boxes allow for a much more interactive learning experience. The 
kids really enjoy this subject because more often than not, it feels like playing. The 
concepts cover a wide range of problem solving topics and not just mathematical.  
In November we will finish up the third book with paths and properties (shapes, colors….), 
and then start the forth book with addition, counting objects and drawing/ writing numbers.   
This month will look a little like this: 
Week 1: Drama play practice 
Week 2: Drama play practice

Week 4: E3: pg 15-18 
Week 5: E4: pg 01-05 
 
Conclusion  
October has been a very busy month and all the kids have been doing really well to keep 
up to speed with the work we’ve covered so far. The spelling tests continue to be a focus 



 

 

of excitement for the cookie points they can earn for doing really well here, and it is 
helping with word recognition and writing skills too. I hope they can continue to stay so 
motivated. Across all the subjects, the kids are doing really well, the most need for focus 
currently lies with grammar which requires more practice and some concentration to grasp 
all the concepts.
