Reading 
In our class, we put a lot of emphasis on our reading skills. This year we are beginning to 
read stories that will develop their reading skills and also help them reflect upon the story. 
The set of books for this year will introduce topics, genres, and types of stories that will 
develop their reading skills and comprehension even further. These two months we will 
read a variety of books that are fun, exciting, and more elaborate than before. They do 
however become easier to follow as some have similar characters and settings.

Core material 
In this part of the class, we start with a topic, which we expand with new vocabulary and 
knowledge that kids enjoy. We start by finding out what they already know about the topic, 
followed by learning new vocabulary and conclude with a reading activity that does a great 



job at teaching kids more about the topic. For the following two months, we will learn about 
Places in our town/city. This will include types of buildings, materials used for building, and 
what function they have in the community. Later on, we will start learning about animal 
habitats; we will be exploring where each animal lives, how it is good for them, and what 
they do there.

Math 
I’m encouraged to teach math with our material, MPM books, and boxes. We finished K4 
on a high note on this subject, and we are ready for new challenges. We are starting a 
new book, with a new box and activities. We are going to work on new concepts such as 
reciting numbers, counting objects, and writing practice. These Skills will help kids think 
critically about sequence and visualizing paths.

Starting in August, until the end of 
September, we will be covering a variety of grammar points that will require kids to be 
engaged and focused as this book goes in much more depth and we move on at a faster 
pace. We will be expanding on the topics of countable/uncountables, the verb (to be) in 
the present tense, using ‘there’ to describe what they see, and the use of verbs (action 
and auxiliary) in the present.

Phonics 



The new phonics book brings changes to the way we learn phonics. Despite having a 
similar way of introducing sounds and letter blending, it makes students recall sounds that 
they would have already learned, and it would also mix things up by introducing new sight 
words and placing sounds in different parts of a word. During the months of August and 
September, we will be mostly reviewing sounds we’ve already learned, we will also learn 
new sight words, and we will also be sounding out new words which might expand our 
vocabulary.

This book has a well-organized process of 
creating detailed writing skills. This book will be challenging, but with patience and 
dedication, results will be noticeable and make a difference going forward. During the first 
two months of the school-year, we will be covering the topics of people’s description and 
relations, and the second topic is describing food with quantities and qualities of 
ingredients.

Physical education provides kids with the opportunity to discharge their excess energy, 
improve motor skills and build social skills. Kids enjoy this time as it clears the mind from 
the classroom activities we do the rest of the day, as well as allowing them to focus better 
on other activities we do in the classroom later on. The next two months will see us 
continue to discover how our bodies move and build muscle memory through fun activities. 
We will be using team-work based exercises to make things fun, while also developing 
social skills and motor skills. 
 
Thematics 



Each month a different foreign teacher is assigned to plan and arrange activities of a 
chosen theme. This can be different things, from small art projects, short field trips near 
the school, or a demonstration in the classroom! The months of August and September will 
have themes related to the time of year. During August we will be doing activities related to 
the ocean; while, during the month of September, we will be doing activities related to 
Autumn and Mid-Autumn Festival. 
 
Song and Dance 
Singing and dancing are great ways to settle down in the morning with a cheerful activity; 
not only that, but it also serves as a fantastic way to develop other skills. These other skills 
include memory, pronunciation, and many more. The following two months we will be 
learning popular songs such as: I Have a Car, The Ants Go Marching, YMCA, and You Are 
My Sunshine. Some of which we have sung before. 
 
Library/Storybook 
A few times a week, the students choose a book from a selection hand-picked by me. 
These books are read in a relaxed and stress-free environment where we all enjoy 
listening to the teacher or others read out loud to others, this method encourages students 
to be more curious about these books and to develop a passion for reading. While we 
learn online we will read books available to us online through various resources selected 
by your teachers. 
 
We hope to continue making progress together helping kids learn and grow joyfully. We 
will keep in touch as we always do either through communication books or through teacher 
Kay.
