Reading

For each unit week, we go through 3 to 5 stories from the McGraw Hill Wonders resource
library. This includes the stories from both the Workshop book and the Anthology book, as
well as stories from the Wonders online resource library. All of these stories are a part of the
same unit week, so they all share the same theme, same grammar points, and same
vocabularies. This learning by reading approach will help the kids learn in a fun and
enjoyable way.

Presentation

We use Google Slide application to help the kids produce a slide show presentation in this
class. This will be a fun class for the kids, but writing and creating content on a computer or
a tablet will be a new skill for most of them. To make sure the kids understand how to use
the tools they have, they will be spending the first few weeks on learning the application.



Their first presentations may be short and simple, but we can expect their work to come
through as they become more familiar with the technical side of the process.

The topic for August and September is Animal features and Animal Communities
respectively.

Writing

Kids will compose two writings, titled as “Write a letter” in August, and a personal narrative
style writing in September. Teachers will start by helping kids to develop the flow charts of
thinking and break down the composition into introduction, body, and conclusion. Before
the kids can write on their own, the teachers will collect the student’s ideas and construct
proper sentences on the white board for them to see.

Grammar

Kids will be doing workbooks in the grammar class to practice drills that are not only
grammar related, but also in phonics, spelling, and comprehension. Some interactive
games on computer will also help kids learn grammar in a very natural way.
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
